Holston Conference’s 2011 Mission Offering

Africa’s hope for the future rests on the shoulders of its children and young 
people. The Horizon Project – Holston’s 2011 Mission Offering – will fund 
scholarships to Africa University and will continue Holston’s commitment to 
southern Sudan by building an orphanage in the community of Yei.

On Holston’s horizon is an opportunity to educate and house “the least of 
these.” Our conference’s goal for this year’s mission offering (to be presented at 
annual conference at Lake Junaluska in June) is $165,000. This initial amount 
will kick off the Horizon Project and will serve as an important fi rst step.

The challenges looming on Africa’s current horizon will be successfully met 
by the next generation of children and youth who have been cared for and 
educated in the Christian faith. 

Ultimately, the goal of the Horizon Project is to raise $1.25 million in two 
years. Holston’s faithful, generous response to this challenge will build 
an orphanage to love and care for 40 to 50 children and will endow two 
scholarships to Africa University.

Holston’s horizons are shadowed by mountains. With our help, Africa’s most 
vulnerable citizens will scale the mountains of war, disease, and poverty to see 
a limitless horizon ahead.

• A home for fi fty children in Yei, Sudan. Construction on an orphanage will begin in 

2011 to house children in need due to the violent confl ict that has raged in Sudan.
• Scholarships to Africa University for students from Ishe Anesu in Zimbabwe and
